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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage III. The patient was admitted in the later part of 2012 with acute coronary syndrome that was related to occlusion in the proximal and distal left anterior descending that was angioplastied and stented by Dr. Sasseen. The patient developed contrast nephropathy while in the hospital stay. The serum creatinine went up to 4, but eventually plateaued and corrected by itself. There was no evidence of dialysis. Unfortunately, we do not have laboratory workup post discharge from the hospital, but we will request one.

2. The patient has coronary artery disease that is long lasting, has been present for a lengthy period of time and it is going to be more compensated after the interventional procedure that she just had.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. Cardiac arrhythmia under the care of the cardiologist. The patient is clinically very stable. We are going to request the laboratory workup and we will reevaluate the case in a month.
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
