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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage III that was assessed and evaluated post acute renal failure. In 2009, this patient had a sudden rupture of the abdominal aortic aneurysm that generated an emergency surgery. The patient lost part of the function of the right kidney, which became atrophic and the left kidney has been functioning well. The patient had to be placed on hemodialysis for a short period of time and eventually recovered. He is from Indiana. The followup has been done up in there. On 06/16/2012, the patient was found with an estimated GFR of 46, a creatinine that is 1.51 and a proteinuria of 246 mg/g of creatinine, which similar to determinations that we had in the first part of 2012. The patient is to continue with the same medications.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension. This hypertension has been under control.

3. The main problem has been chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is related to the persistent smoking. The patient is encouraged to quit that practice.

4. Hyperlipidemia. We are going to reevaluate the laboratory workup and see the patient afterwards.
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
