DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage III that is most likely related to the presence of arterial hypertension, hyperlipidemia and diabetes mellitus that has been present for a longtime. Unfortunately, today I do not have the complete laboratory workup.

2. The patient has evidence of minimal proteinuria that has to be reevaluated.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Diabetes mellitus. The patient is taking 42 units of Lantus in the evening time. Taking into consideration that the fasting blood sugar is always before below 200 in the morning and between 200 and 250 in the evening. I am going to suggest splitting of the Lantus to 10 units in the morning and 35 units in the afternoon and monitor the blood sugar closely. The patient is going to be reevaluated in three months that is the only adjustment that I am going to make and as soon as I get the report from the laboratory workup, I will give the patient a call.
