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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This patient has a history of a kidney transplant. The donor was 16 years old. The kidney has been functioning well and this is despite of the persistent and recurrent administration of antibiotic related to the food infections that she has had in the past. The patient has adequate kidney function. The estimated GFR is about 50 mL/min. The serum creatinine is 1.25. There is a protein-creatinine ratio that is consistent with 216 mg of albumin per gram of creatinine. The tacrolimus level is 6.2 mcg.

2. The patient has a problem with the diabetes mellitus. She has lost 21 pounds. The administration of Victoza has improved this condition; however, the blood sugar seems to be out of control. It seems to me that is related to diabetic diet indiscretions and the patient was encouraged to do and to follow the diet.

3. The patient has peripheral vascular disease.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. At this moment, we are going to continue with the same approach and reevaluate the case at that time.
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
