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CC: Abnormal labs and constipation.

HPI: This is a 79-year-old white male with the above. He has abnormal labs. He went to see neurology for TSH and T4. T4 was slightly low at 4.1. Normal is up to 4.7 and more. He told me he has some constipation but that is about it. No weight gain. His tremors are better. He denies any acutely ill complaint. No other sign of thyroidism.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Neck: No JVDs. No thyromegaly. Cardiac: RRR. No tachycardia. Distant heart sounds. There is a murmur. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Obese. Ovoid. Extremities: Trace edema. Neuro: Alert and oriented.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 79-year-old male with the above. We talked about the options. __________ by endocrinology. He may need to be treated but he will see. Given stool softener for constipation. I will see him back otherwise as scheduled.
