MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Elderly white male. Neck: No JVDs. Cardiac: RRR. There is a murmur 1/6. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Nontender. Extremities: No edema. Left sided shingles, appeared to be healing well. No infection.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 78-year-old white male is doing well. Review of system is benign. Vitals are good. I am happy with his progress. Blood work done. Everything is okay. I will see him back in few months or if needed.
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
