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CC: Followup on hypertension.

HPI: A 69-year-old white male followup on hypertension. He told me he is doing okay. He has been taking like he should because he has had ____10____ son. He said that he feels okay otherwise. No chest pain. He is active. He feels fine otherwise.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does drink. Does not smoke.

ALLERGIES: Penicillin.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Increased blood pressure, repeat 132/82. General Appearance: NAD. Neck: No JVDs. Cardiac: RRR. No tachycardia. Abdomen: Nontender. Extremities: No edema. Skin: Multiple area of hyperemia, chronic.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 69-year-old white male with the above. He is doing okay. Review of system is benign. He reports noncompliance with the medications. I went ahead and stopped it and gave him instead Norvasc 5 mg daily. He will come back in couple of months for physical.
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
