HPI: A 60-year-old female with the above. She went to the ER. She had right tympanic membrane perforation and she had bleeding. She feels better. INR is still up at 3.2. It was 4.7 yesterday.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Right ear with crusty blood. Limited exam.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Medically stable; however she needs to finish antibiotic that I gave her. She will follow with Dr. Gelot on Monday _____22______-until clear by Dr. Gelot.
