OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Neck: No JVDs. Cardiac: RRR. Lungs: Clear bilaterally. Abdomen: Nontender. GYN: Deferred.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 51-year-old female with the above. For her respiratory status, it is better. No need further intervention. Workup has been negative. For her yeast, they gave her Diflucan. If she is not better, we will have to reassess.
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
