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CC: Followup on knee pain, not better.

HPI: This is a 58-year-old black female with the above is here for followup. Her knee still hurts. She is not better. She wants a shot. She denies that she had had much relief from the medication. At time, they do work and at time, they do not.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. No obvious abnormality. She had a splint.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 58-year-old black female with the above. We talked about the options. I gave her a shot of Toradol. Continue with the pain medication. We set her up to be followed in few days. No work. If she is not better, we will have to reassess.
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
