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CC: Followup on hypertension, prostate cancer, and check up.

HPI: A 79-year-old white male for followup. He is doing okay. No acute issues. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No dizziness. Some urinary incontinence, but that is stable. He does not want to follow with his prostate. He told me of no new problem otherwise.

ROS: Otherwise negative.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Elderly male. Neck: No JVDs. Cardiac: RRR. There is ectopy. There is a murmur unchanged. Lungs: Clear. Low lung volume. Abdomen: Nontender. Extremities: No DVT. 

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Medically stable. No acute issues. Numbers are good. I am happy with his progress. He needs to quit smoking. Flu shot given. I will see him back in few months for followup.
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
