Chief Complaint: Left knee pain.

History: Mr. Parker is here actually for both knees and is having pain in both *______7____* the right knee *______9____* osteoarthritis for a longtime and is getting worse. He is also having discomfort in the left knee. He is here for a followup of his MRI on the left knee. He has no other complaints.

Exam: Examination reveals medial joint line tenderness in the left knee.

X-Rays: MRI shows advanced arthrosis in medial compartment in the left knee along with a degenerative medial meniscus tear.

Plan: I had a lengthy discussion with him about the options. We can do an arthroscopy to débride the torn meniscus, but the arthrosis is still be present and likely in the future and *________48__* with the medial or complete knee replacement. In between, we could probably do some more cortisone or hyaluronate injections. The benefit of the arthroscopy would be to help eliminate or reduce the mechanical symptoms of catching and locking. I have described the postoperative course and prognosis with him. He understands. He is going to talk it over with his wife.
