Chief Complaint: Followup foot.

History: Kristen is here for a followup of her fifth metatarsal Jones fracture and it is about 11 weeks out now. She is feeling better.

Exam: Exam shows minimal tenderness to palpation.

X-Rays: AP, lateral, and oblique views of the left foot in the office show her fracture actually showing signs of healing. There is some callus formation and not complete radiographic union at this point, but some callus formation.

Diagnosis: Left fifth metatarsal Jones fracture with evidence of healing.

Plan: At this point, I have told her that I do not think we need to do the surgery to insert the screw and we should continue to let this heel and she is going to keep using the bone stimulator. Continue the boot for couple of more weeks. I will reexamine her and x-ray her at that point. Hopefully, we can discontinue the boot next time.
