PE:

General: Well-appearing and in no acute distress.

Ears: Right TM shows some fluid noted behind it.

Nose: Mucosa non-inflamed, no apparent discharge.

Mouth: Posterior pharynx clear. No oral lesions noted.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy, no thyromegaly.

Cardiovascular: Regular rhythm. No murmur, gallop, or click.

Lungs: Slightly wheeze with exhalation.

Abdomen: Bowel sounds positive. Nontender, nondistended, no masses. No hepatomegaly or splenomegaly.

Extremities: No clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.

Pulses: Good upstroke. Tibial and dorsalis pedis pulses 2+/4 bilaterally.

Neuro: Gait is normal. Reflexes 2+/4 bilaterally. Strength 5+/5 bilaterally.

ASSESSMENT:
.OP: Right eustachian tube dysfunction.

.OP: Reactive airway disease.

PLAN: Strep screen was negative. See Rx, side effects discussed. Risks, benefits, and alternatives were reviewed. Return to clinic as needed.
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
