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The patient returns to the office today for followup care of onychomycosis of nails, bilateral feet. She saw Dr. Fadeff in November for followup of her cardiovascular disease. She is still complaining of nails being thick on the end of the toes, but they are both better.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The distal portion of the both great nails still has fungus and cryptosis, but much improved. All nails are improved, but they are elongated today. They are debrided to hygienic length.

ASSESSMENT: Painful onychocryptosis with onychomycosis of nails, bilateral feet, improved with the Lamisil therapy.

PLAN:
1. Discussed treatment options.

2. Nails are debrided to hygienic length.

3. The patient will return to the office in eight weeks. At that time if she still has residual fungus, we will start her on booster dose of medicine appropriate.
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
