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The patient returns to the office today for preop appointment for excision of painful lesions on the plantar aspect of the left foot. The patient desires to proceed with the surgery.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Multiple lesions on the plantar aspect of the left foot and they are very painful palpation. He has tried other topical and treatment modalities have not resolved the problems and made it worse.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Multiple painful soft tissue lesions plantar, left foot.

2. Foot pain.

PLAN:
1. I reviewed findings with the patient and discussed treatment options.

2. The patient is given a full surgical consultation for excision of the lesions with the surgery and understands risks, benefits, and alternatives to the surgical procedures and understands there is no guarantee as to results of surgery and could have recurrence of problem or continued postop pain.

3. He is sent to the laboratory for preop lab work and given prescription for antibiotic pain medicine.

4. First postop appointment one week after surgery.
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
