REASON FOR CONSULTATION: The patient presents for a followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 56-year-old patient presents with a history of hepatitis C genotype-I presents for a followup. The patient has undergone complete pretreatment evaluation for hepatitis C and meets the criteria. Also, the patient has been approved for Incivek. Recently, the patient had undergone an ophthalmological examination and was cleared for treatment with Pegasys. The patient was noted to have ambiopia and cataract with nuclear sclerotic changes secondary to diabetes. The patient also has been undergoing psychiatric evaluation. The patient presently is free of any history of depressive idea or suicidal thoughts. The patient is accompanied by her caregiver.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

Medication list was reviewed with the patient. Possible side effects, drug interaction with Incivek and with other medications such as lipid-lowering medications, antianxiety medications, and the over-the-counter mediation effects were discussed. Possibility of skin rash along with other side effects in details also was discussed with the patient.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: We will monitor the patient’s CBC and follow up in two weeks. A brochure also was given to the patient and kit was advised. The patient will be started on ribavirin 1200 mg per day in two divided doses. The patient also will start Incivek two tablets three times a day and Pegasys 180 mcg subcutaneous once a week. We will repeat CBC in two weeks. Follow up in two weeks.
