REASON FOR CONSULTATION: The patient presents for a followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 58-year-old lady presented with elevated LFTs. The patient underwent a liver biopsy which shows changes of steatohepatitis without any evidence of fibrosis. Her repeat liver functions have been normal. The patient’s transaminase levels have been normal.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

LFT results were discussed.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: This is a 58-year-old patient with elevated LFTs with liver biopsy showing fatty liver disease and no evidence of fibrosis is noted. The patient is advised to continue weight loss with diet and exercise. The patient is advised to maintain ideal BMI, which will reduce the chances of further progression to fibrosis. Also, if the patient has been considered for statins, the patient may be started on statins with frequent monitoring once a month for three to four months. Otherwise, we will follow the patient in once every year or as needed.
