REASON FOR CONSULTATION: The patient presents for a followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 30-year-old lady with a history of reflux disease, now also has dyspepsia presently on twice a day Prilosec. The patient complains of occasional symptoms in the epigastric region and nausea. The patient denies any history of ongoing symptoms. The patient had constipation, but presently her symptoms have been under control without taking any medication. Overall, the patient usually feels well except for few days and the patient complains of having nausea and periumbilical pain. The patient had an ultrasound of the abdomen, which has a normal finding.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: GERD. Recommend continuing Prilosec twice a day for constipation and high-fiber diet. Follow up in three to six months as needed. The patient is advised, if she continues to have significant nausea and abdominal pain despite above management, a HIDA scan will then be recommended to rule out biliary dyskinesia.
