REASON FOR CONSULTATION: The patient presents for a followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 51-year-old Native American woman presented for screening colonoscopy. The patient was noted to have multiple colon polyps, diverticulosis of the colon, and internal hemorrhoids. Flat cecal polyps were noted show hyperplastic origin; however, the ileocecal valve appeared lobular and patulous. Biopsies showed evidence of adenomatous polyp. Also, transverse colon polyp shows adenoma. The patient now presents for a followup. The patient denies any new complaints.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

Colonoscopy and biopsy findings were discussed with the patient in detail.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: This is a 51-year-old patient status post screening colonoscopy has multiple colon polyps with lobular ileocecal valve appearance, finding consistent with flat adenoma, also has transverse colon polyp and diverticulosis. Recommend a repeat colonoscopy in six months with further evaluation and possible complete removal of polypectomy of the polyp noted on ileocecal valve. However, if it is noted to be not amenable to polypectomy then surgical resection will be advised.
