REASON FOR CONSULTATION: The patient presents for a followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 43-year-old patient status post colonoscopy presents for a followup. The patient has history of Crohn’s disease. The patient presently is on maintenance dose of Pentasa with two tablets of 500 mg twice a day, total for 2 g per day. The patient also has history of reflux disease, on lansoprazole. Her colonoscopy showed normal appearance of colon mucosa up to terminal ileum. Biopsy results show unremarkable mucosa. The patient denies any new complaints.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

Colonoscopy results were discussed with the patient.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: Recommend followup in six months to one year. Continue maintenance dose of Pentasa 500 mg two p.o. b.i.d. Follow up as needed.
