REASON FOR CONSULTATION: The patient presents for a followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 22-year-old patient with Crohn’s disease presently is on Humira presents for a followup. The patient denies any new complaints. The patient has one to two bowel movements per day. The patient overall feels well. The patient denies any history of nausea, vomiting, or abdominal pain.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

CARDIOVASCULAR: S1 and S2 are regular.

RESPIRATORY SYSTEM: Clear bilaterally. No crepitations or rhonchi.
ABDOMEN: Soft, nontender and nondistended. Bowel sounds are present.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.
NEUROLOGICAL: There are no focal neurological deficits.
The patient’s most recent labs show normal LFTs, creatinine is borderline, BUN normal, and CBC is normal.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: This is a 20-year-old patient with Crohn’s disease presently on Humira. Recommend continuing 40 mg subcutaneous once every other week. Follow up in six months. The patient was recommended flu vaccination, but the patient usually does not take flu vaccination and is refusing it.
