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EKG PART OF EXERCISE MYOVIEW GATED SCAN

BASELINE DATA:  HR 81.  BP 136/68.  Baseline EKG reveals sinus rhythm, normal axis, and nonspecific ST-T changes in inferior and lateral leads with T-wave flattening.

EXERCISE DATA:  The patient exercised using standard Bruce protocol.  He exercised for a total of 2 minutes and 14 seconds and then he was unsteady says he was tired and could not walk further.  Treadmill was stopped.  The patient transferred to the chair and 0.4 mCi of lexiscan injected intravenously over 10-15 seconds followed by Myoview injection during sitting exercises.  Heart rate increased up to 108 during treadmill.  Blood pressure increased to 144/70 and post lexiscan.  Blood pressure was 148 and heart rate 101.  EKG did not show any further ST-T changes compared to baseline.

CONCLUSIONS:
1. No new ST-T changes after lexiscan infusion in terms of ischemia with abnormal baseline EKG.

2. Severely reduced functional capacity possibly due to hip pain.

3. Appropriate heart rate and blood pressure response to lexiscan.

4. No arrhythmias or chest pain reported.

5. Perfusion image report to follow.

PERFUSION IMAGE REPORT

PROCEDURE NOTE:  12.7 mCi of Myoview given for resting images and 36.5 mCi for stress images after lexiscan infusion intravenously.  Images were obtained in multiple planes, reconstructed, and gated in the usual fashion.

Following are the findings:

1. Stress images revealed normal Myoview distribution in all the LV segments in short axis, vertical and horizontal long axis views.

2. Resting images have mildly reduced counts in the inferior wall possibly due to lower dose used for resting images.

3. Gated images revealed normal wall motion and ejection fraction is calculated at 51%.
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CONCLUSIONS:
1. Normal perfusion scan.

2. Normal wall motion and ejection fraction.
