SUBJECTIVE: This gentleman came to my office complaining of shortness of breath, flu like symptoms, conjunctivitis, weakness, swelling of his legs, and cough.

He has congestive heart failure, renal insufficiency, diabetes, anemia, gout, and has an AV fistula, but has never been dialyzed.

He is on multiple medications that will be listed. Many of these include erythropoietin, spironolactone, Coumadin, gabapentin, Zaroxolyn, Lasix, Levemir, etc.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke or drink.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Weakness, shortness of breath, cough, congestion, runny eyes and nose, and general deterioration.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Referred to problem list.

MEDICATION LIST: Referred to problem list.

ALLERGIES: Referred to problem list.

OBJECTIVE: Blood pressure 115/62. Pulse 84. Temp 99.3. Weight 247 pounds. Height 5’8”. He is obese. HEENT shows bilateral drainage from his eyes with pus. Chest has bilateral rhonchi. Heart sounds are regular. Abdomen is distended. Extremities have 3+ edema.

Chest x-ray shows right upper lobe atelectasis and bilateral pleural effusions. BUN 89, creatinine 4.0, previous BUN was in the 60s, INR prolonged at 3.8, hematocrit very low at 25.7.

ASSESSMENT: He has got multiple medical problems.

PLAN: I spoke with the hospitalist at Harton Hospital where he has been referred for admission. Copies were made and arrangements were made.
