SUBJECTIVE: She comes in. For a week, her urine has been dark. She started itching. She had some diarrhea on Saturday. She was seen by another employee and noted to be jaundice and sent to me today with some blood work. She has almost no abdominal pain. No fever. No chills, nausea, or vomiting.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: On chart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Referred to problem list.

MEDICATION LIST: Referred to problem list.

ALLERGIES: Referred to problem list.

OBJECTIVE: Blood pressure 132/78. Pulse 70. Temp 97.6. Weight 198 pounds. Heart sounds are regular. Lungs are clear. Abdomen is soft. Bowel sounds are present. No hepatosplenomegaly. Her urine has 4+ bilirubin, 2+ blood, and 1+ leukocytes. Her lab work reveals a bilirubin of 6.4, AST of 210, ALT of 508, and alkaline phosphatase was 753. Her white count 6700 and hematocrit is 43.3.

ASSESSMENT: She has jaundice. Etiology unclear at this time.

PLAN: She has been admitted for abdominal ultrasound and further evaluation of her hepatobiliary tree. I reviewed all past and present medical problems, allergies, and treatments in this patient’s medical record during this patient’s visit. Patient education relevant to this patient’s problems was given. Follow up.
