SUBJECTIVE: He comes in today. He feels poorly. His libido is down. He is hurting in his back. He is hurting in his arms. He is not having chest pain. He does have a strong family history of coronary artery disease with a brother who has had stents. He has hyperlipidemia and has refused statins in the past.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reflux, family history of coronary artery disease, degenerative arthritis S1 and S2, tinnitus, TMJ syndrome, and psoriasis.

ALLERGIES: None listed.

MEDICATIONS: Protonix.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke.

OBJECTIVE: Blood pressure 140/88. Pulse 74. Temp 97.5. Weight 183 pounds. HEENT is unremarkable. Neck veins are not elevated. Thyroid not enlarged. Chest is clear to auscultation and percussion. Cardiac shows normal 1st and 2nd heart sounds. Abdomen is soft. Extremities are nonedematous. 12-lead EKG shows possible inferior infarct with some Q-waves.

ASSESSMENT: He is extremely high risk with hyperlipidemia family history and an abnormal EKG.

PLAN: Referral to cardiology. Check appropriate blood work. Follow up. I reviewed all past and present medical problems, allergies, and treatments in this patient’s medical record during this patient’s visit. Patient education relevant to this patient’s problems was given.
