TELEPHONIC CONVERSATION
I had a telephonic conversation with the patient. I reviewed her laboratory tests. Her CBC and comprehensive panel were unremarkable. Vitamin B12 level was normal. Vitamin D level was low at 16. Her rheumatoid factor was negative. ANA is negative. Anti-CCP is negative. Antibody with SM, RMP, SSA, and SSB were negative and so the celiac disease panel. Hepatitis B surface antigen and hepatitis C antibody were negative. Complement levels were normal. Her potassium was slightly low at 3.2. The patient takes 25 mg of hydrochlorothiazide everyday.

Impression:
The patient does not appear to have connective tissue disease. She does have vitamin D deficiency. I have advised her to take vitamin D 5000 units daily along with the multivitamin. I have reassured her. I will be glad to see her back as needed.
