SUBJECTIVE: He comes back today. He was diagnosed with a urinary tract infection approximately one week ago and found to be resistant to trimethoprim and sulfamethoxazole, which was changed to Cipro. He came back today. He has finished out his Cipro and his urine is negative. He never has any urinary symptoms. He otherwise is doing well. He is scheduled to have surgery. Otherwise, his blood pressure was found continually be elevated today.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: On chart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Referred to problem list.

MEDICATION LIST: Referred to problem list.

ALLERGIES: Referred to problem list.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Blood pressure 150/90. Pulse 92. Temp 98.1. Weight 378 pounds. GENERAL: He is in no distress. HEART: Heart sounds are regular. LUNGS: Clear. ABDOMEN: Obese, but soft.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Hypertension.

2. Urinary tract infection has resolved. He has no blood, nitrates, or leukocytes today.

PLAN: Increase hydrochlorothiazide and losartan to 100/25 mg. Continue to monitor blood pressure. Follow up. He has stopped his VESIcare during this urinary tract infection. I have recommended that he resume this.
