The staff reports that the patient is doing fairly well. She has not been a management problem. The patient continues to believe that she does not have anything wrong with her and does not need a guardian or take any medications.

The patient during my interview reported that she went with the church to Belleville for gathering. The patient states that she enjoyed the trip. She was taken to this gathering by the church members.

The patient states that she is eating and sleeping well. She has no complaints.

The systems review is unremarkable. Her gait is steady.

Current medications are the following namely, Penlac nail, Plavix, Synthroid 0.05 mg daily, Procardia, Risperdal 0.5 mg at bedtime, Zocor, VESIcare, vitamin D, ammonium lactate cream, calcium with vitamin D, Coreg, and Saline nasal spray.

The patient is medication compliant. She denies having any side effects to the current medications.

The patient on examination was cooperative. She maintained good eye contact. Her speech was goal directed. There was no evidence of looseness of association. She denies any hallucinations or delusions. Her affect was appropriate to the thought content. Thought content revealed no suicidal or homicidal intent or plan. She is alert and aware of her surroundings. Her recent memory is intact. Insight and judgment is marginal.

Plan:
1. Continue current medications. Benefits outweigh the risks.
2. Supportive therapy.

3. AIMS testing done.

4. Medical followup.

5. Current placement is appropriate.

The prognosis is guarded.
