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IDENTIFYING DATA: The patient is a 92-year-old Caucasian male. The date of birth is March 29, 1920. The address is St. Joseph Manor.
REASON FOR EVALUATION: Annual evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENTING COMPLAINT: This 92-year-old male was seen today for annual evaluation. The patient is extremely confused. He has a history of trying to elope from the building. The patient is currently on the following medications namely, aspirin, DuoDerm patch, Zestril, Ativan 0.5 mg at 2:00 p.m., Lopressor, Namenda, Seroquel 25 mg two times daily, Depakene 100 mg two times daily and Tylenol.

The patient since he was started on the above medication appears to be less agitated and had not try to elope from the building. His attention span is improved. He is more redirectable.

Staff reports no significant management problem lately.

PAST PSYCHIATRIC HISTORY: He is being followed by NSO.

FAMILY, SOCIAL AND LEGAL HISTORY: He was born in Italy. He came to the US at the age of 12 or 13. All siblings are deceased. He has a 9th grade education. He had worked for Ford Motor Company and retired. He is widowed. He believes that his wife is still living. The patient has no known family history of mental problem.

LEGAL PROBLEMS: None. He has a power of attorney.

MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes hypertension, and dementia.

The patient’s medications are as listed previously.

SUBSTANCE ABUSE HISTORY: None.

The system review is unremarkable except for confusion. The patient has degenerative joint disease.
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MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: The patient is a 92-year-old Caucasian male. He was interviewed in his room. He was cooperative. He maintained good eye contact. He was somewhat labile. He is extremely confused. He is also hard of hearing. The patient’s recent memory is impaired. General information is poor. Insight and judgment is poor. The patient is not overtly paranoid at this time. He is also not hallucinating. The patient’s insight and judgment is poor.
