The patient was seen today for medication review and AIMS testing.

The patient states that she is doing fairly well. She has not been a management problem. Staff reports no significant behavior problems. The patient states that she is eating well, sleeping well and interacting adequately with peers and staff.

She is currently on the following medications namely, Toprol XL, Zyprexa 30 mg at bedtime, Protonix, Paxil 30 mg two tablets in the evening, Saphris 5 mg at bedtime, Parlodel, vitamin E, Ativan 2 mg three times daily, Motrin, and Tylenol. The patient is medication compliant. No acute side effects to the medication noted.

The patient is on multiple psychotropic medications. She is a complicated mentally ill person, does not respond monotherapy.

The system review is unremarkable. She denies any unsteady gait or side effects to the current medications except that she has oral dyskinesia.

The patient on examination was cooperative. She has oral dyskinesia. The patient’s eye contact is adequate. The patient was not apprehensive or anxious. No paranoia noted. Her speech is goal directed. There is no evidence of looseness of association. She is not hallucinating or delusional at this time. She is alert and oriented x 3. Her recent memory is intact. Insight and judgment is marginal.

Plan:
1. Continue current medications. The benefits of the medication outweigh the risk.

2. AIMS testing done.

3. Medical followup.

4. Current placement is appropriate.

5. Close observation.

The prognosis is guarded.
