PLAN: Reviewed the temperature. Mother states temperature spiked 103 last night. Responded nicely to the Advil. Recommend she continue with antipyretics every two hours; Advil alternating with Tylenol. Nebulizer was used to deliver Xopenex and Pulmicort. Repeat lung exam showed significant reduction in the wheeze. Sample Advair was given. Recommend over-the-counter cough suppressant. Increase oral intake of fluids. Monitor appetite and urine output. Follow up if not improving.
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
