Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation requested for management of depression.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart and discussed her condition with nursing staff. I also spoke to the patient’s daughter Lydia over the telephone. The patient was admitted here on 01/09/13 for physical therapy and rehabilitation. She acknowledged feelings of depression and admits to lack of motivation and interest in doing things since her son passed away in 2008. The patient’s daughter reports that her mother used to be interested in socialization, going to church, going to wedding, funerals, etc., but has lost interest in doing things. Daughter admits to her own frustration and believes that mother is capable of doing more. Daughter reports that her mother was on Cymbalta previously, but her primary care physician switched her to Lexapro. The patient reports tolerating Lexapro okay and denied any adverse effects. She denies any suicidal ideation. No reports of any paranoia or delusions.


Past Medical Hx: Recent history of UTI, history of congestive heart failure, hypertension, peripheral vascular disease, diverticulosis, history of bowel obstruction, neuropathy, history of pacemaker placement, and debility.


Psychiatric Hx: Depression. No history of inpatient psychiatric hospitalizations or outpatient psychotherapy.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: None.


Family/Social Hx: The patient was born and raised in Italy and came to United States in 1955. The patient’s first husband died in 1941. The patient has two children from first marriage and it is her son from first marriage who passed away in 2008. The patient got remarried in 1949 and has two sons and a daughter from marriage. Daughter reports that her father is also 92 years old and has physical limitations, but is generally more interested in doing things.
