Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation requested for management of dementia, behavioral problems, and medication review.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. This is a new referral to me. The patient was admitted here on 01/07/13 upon transfer from Beaumont Hospital. The patient has multiple medical problems including history of falls and fracture of orbital floor and fracture of malar and maxillary bones fracture. The patient was on haloperidol 0.5 mg q.h.s. p.r.n. for delirium, agitation, and wandering behaviors and is currently on haloperidol 0.5 mg h.s. I spoke to the patient’s niece, Linda who believes that the patient has been having cognitive problems for past year or so. Niece was aware of the patient taking haloperidol and expressed concerns regarding the patient’s agitation, increased confusion, wandering, and aggressive behaviors in the evenings. The patient admits to ongoing anxiety and worrying and knew that she is taking Cymbalta for that. Her chart indicates previous use of Xanax for anxiety. The patient was fixated on when she can go home. Niece reports that the patient might be going to an assisted living upon discharge.


Past Medical Hx: Dementia, encephalopathy, history of falls, history of orbital floor, malar, and maxillary bones fracture, esophageal reflux disease, and hypertension.


Psychiatric Hx: Dementia, depression, and anxiety.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Denied.


Family/Social Hx: The patient is married. The patient’s husband had a stroke last year and they have a son who has chronic medical problems. The patient’s daughter died of accidental overdose.


Current Medications: Donepezil 10 mg h.s., haloperidol 0.5 mg h.s., Tylenol, Prilosec, Toprol, Cymbalta 60 mg q.d., Norvasc, Zocor, cholecalciferol, and lisinopril.





Mental Status Examination:


Physical Appearance: Appropriately dressed.


Motor Movements: Within normal.


Demeanor: Cooperative.


Level of Consciousness/Attention: Alert.


Orientation: To self. She did not know the name of this facility, but knew that she is in Troy. She could not tell me today’s date.


Speech/Language: Clear.


Thought Process: Periods of confusion.


Affect/Mood: Somewhat anxious.


Thought Content: Preoccupied on going home.
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
