Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric followup for management of dementia and medication review.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. This is a new referral to me. The patient was evaluated by PA from our service on 12/28/12. She was admitted here on Zyprexa, which was discontinued at the recommendation of PA. Staff reports no behavioral problems. No delusions, hallucinations, or paranoia. The patient was very pleasant during my evaluation. She denied any complaints of pain. Her chart indicates that she had a fall and suffered from multiple left pelvic fractures. The patient’s family is supportive. She was concerned about when she is going home. No reports of any depression. The patient is on Zoloft. She could not tell when Zoloft was started, but knew that she is taking something for her depression.


Past Medical Hx: History of fall, multiple left pelvic fracture, history of CHF, hypertension, atrial fibrillation, osteoarthritis, and GERD.


Psychiatric Hx: Dementia, probably Alzheimer's type.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Denied.


Family/Social Hx: The patient reports that she has a wonderful husband. Family is supportive.


Current Medications: Xanax 0.25 mg b.i.d. p.r.n., Aricept 10 mg h.s., and Zoloft 100 mg q.d. Other medications, heparin, Demadex, lisinopril, Colace, MiraLax, Norco, potassium chloride, Lactobacillus, and capsules.





Mental Status Examination:


Physical Appearance: Appears to be younger than stated age.


Motor Movements: Within normal.


Demeanor: Pleasant and cooperative.


Level of Consciousness/Attention: Alert.


Orientation: To self only.


Speech/Language: Clear.


Thought Process: Periods of confusion.


Affect/Mood: Euthymic.


Thought Content: Wondering when she can go home.
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
