Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation requested for management of depression and medication followup.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. This is a new referral to me. He was admitted here on 12/28/12 upon transfer from Beaumont Hospital for subacute rehabilitation. I also spoke to the patient’s daughter, Debbie who was visiting the patient. The patient is somewhat hard of hearing. He was recently treated for pneumonia and has debility. The patient also had diarrhea recently. Daughter reports that the patient has been taking Paxil for depression for couple of years and she believes that Paxil has been helpful in improving the patient’s mood and she does not want any changes in medications. The patient denies any feelings of hopelessness or suicidal ideation. No paranoia or delusional thinking. The patient is concerned about when he can go home. Daughter reports that she had moved her parents to assisted living and she lives right behind that place. Daughter however appears to be somewhat overwhelmed, but has been trying to stay positive and does not seem to get much help from her other siblings.


Past Medical Hx: Per chart, history of pneumonia, congestive heart failure, benign prostatic hypertrophy, history of fall, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, and recent chest x-ray was negative.


Psychiatric Hx: Depression.

Family/Social Hx: The patient is married. Daughter is very supportive. Her siblings do not seem to be has involved in taking care of parents.
