The patient is a 41-year-old Caucasian female who comes to the clinic.

CHIEF COMPLAINT:
1. No energy.

2. Cloudy urine.

3. Vitamin D deficiency.

4. Anemia.

8. Bipolar disorder.

9. Paranoid schizophrenia.

The patient comes to the clinic with the aforementioned problems. She is going to be put on some ergocalciferol 50,000 units q. week and then q.2 weeks, Foltx one p.o. q.d., sodium bicarbonate 650 mg two pills twice a day. The patient is seen for her mental disorder by Dr. Gullapalli. The patient’s asthma is stable. Osteoarthritis is stable. The patient is status post hysterectomy. She is on hormone replacement therapy. She was put on Soma for muscle relaxer. She has muscle spasm due to neck surgery. She stopped her ketoprofen and she feels much better. It is possible that the anemia was from the gastritis caused by ketoprofen. She is on Adderall for attention deficit disorder, which is stable, Klonopin 0.5 mg t.i.d. for anxiety disorder, and Nasonex for allergic rhinitis. It seems to be helping her. 
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She is on albuterol and Combivent inhalers. She denies any indigestion, sour stomach, belching, burping, or gas. She has been taking her Aciphex. She has been placed on Topamax as well. The patient is being referred to renal for evaluation of metabolic acidosis. I am going to check her chem-12 and CBC today to see if stopping the ketoprofen will help her labs any. The patient is going to get an anemia profile __________.
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
