The patient is a 65-year-old Caucasian female, who comes to the clinic.

CHIEF COMPLAINT:
1. Elevated blood pressure.

2. Right eye is still fluttering, where she had some trauma. She had ecchymosis and swelling.

3. Residual bump, right temple.

4. Sinusitis, resolved. Last treated on 01/02/13.

5. Status post motor vehicle accident. She was rear-ended.

6. She received some sternal trauma, where the steering wheel hit her.

7. Anterior chest still hurts.

8. Throat discomfort. Pain has gone.

9. Right hip pain.

The patient presents to the clinic as a followup visit. The patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident on 12/24/12. The patient was rear-ended. The patient hits steering wheel. The patient was seen in Glenwood ER and had a CT scan, which was negative, per the patient. The patient was given Flexeril and Ultram for p.r.n. pain. The patient states she has got stiffness and neck pain with movement, although that is much better. The patient is with clear dry ecchymosis, right eye improved. The patient still complains of right hip pain. We will x-ray the right hip. The patient denies any nausea, vomiting, fever, chills, headaches, or dizziness, blurred vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, frequency, urgency, dysuria, melena, hematochezia, diarrhea, or constipation. No sore throat, earaches, or runny nose. No focal motor or sensory deficits. No skin rashes, skin lesions, or abdominal pain. She has sternal chest pain, where she was hit by the steering wheel, and she has right hip pain. The ecchymosis of the right eye, temple area has resolved. We will make further recommendations after reviewing her x-rays. The patient is to check p.r.n. doses of Tylenol and Advil. For further recommendations, see clinic note in chart. The patient had a lab work done on 01/11/13. Chem-12 and CBC were normal. Vitamin B12 was 1305, TSH was normal, and vitamin D level was normal.
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
