The patient is a 55-year-old Caucasian male who comes to the clinic.

CHIEF COMPLAINT:
1. Has lost 10 pounds intentionally. He has been exercising.

2. BPH.

3. History of seizures and has seen Dr. Ehrlich.

4. The patient has had an abnormal EEG with brain pattern consistent with about 10% of population. It was somewhat abnormal but he did not have seizures. He has been seen by Dr. Boykin in Monroe and Dr. Ehrlich in Ruston, Louisiana, both neurologists.

5. Osteoarthritis of the cervical spine.

6. Hypogonadism.

7. BPH.

8. Hypertriglyceridemia.

9. Obsessive-compulsive disorder.

10. Anxiety disorder/panic disorder.

11. Osteoarthritis of the cervical spine.

12. DJD of the cervical spine.

13. History of bulging disc of the cervical spine.

14. Tension headaches.

The patient comes to the clinic with the aforementioned problems. He has been exercising. He has had lab draw done at the Green Clinic that shows CBC to be normal, glucose normal, triglycerides 234, cholesterol 163, LDL 68.2, PSA 1.770, TSH 1.99, testosterone level normal, intact PTH normal at 40.8, calcium 9.8, and free albumin 29.28. The patient has been exercising. He exercises about four to five times per week. He has lost 10 pounds, still has some problem with some erectile dysfunction. We will give him some Viagra. He has had a prostate exam in May, which was normal. The patient denies any nausea, vomiting, fever, chills, headaches, dizziness, blurred vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, frequency, urgency, dysuria, melena, hematochezia, diarrhea, or constipation. No sore throat, earaches, or runny nose. No focal motor or sensory deficits. No skin rashes or skin lesions. No abdominal pain.
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
