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The patient returns to the office today for followup care of mild paronychia on the lateral border, left great nail. She states she is definitely doing better, not sore as it had been. She had been soaking and taking antibiotics.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: All the erythema and edema have decreased. The skin edge is still mildly thickened and it is tender but there is no evidence of infection.

ASSESSMENT: Recurrent onychocryptosis with mild paronychia, lateral left great nail, resolving.

PLAN:
1. Nail bed is cleansed with peroxide and dressed with Betadine.

2. The patient will discontinue soaking and finish her antibiotics.

3. She will push the skin edge back each time after she takes bath and shower on the lateral border of the left great nail to watch for any signs of recurrent infection.

4. Return to the office on p.r.n. basis or if she has any recurrent symptoms.
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
