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The patient returns to the office today complaining of burning pain still on the third toe on the left foot and over the outside of the left fifth toe. She is also complaining of painful recurrent callus on the ball of her right foot. She states her blood sugars are under good control. She states the first injections in the toes are really helped and second injections did not help at all. She is still getting lot of burning pain in the distal aspect of the third toe on the left foot, but now she is getting on the right foot as well.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: On examination, there is no erythema or edema. There is mild pain to palpation on the distal third digit, left foot and minimal on the right third digit. She has a talus bunion with hammertoe deformity at the fifth digit and fifth metatarsal on the left foot as well.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Painful peripheral neuropathy versus radiculopathy, third digit, bilateral feet.

2. Talus bunion, fifth metatarsal, left foot.

3. Painful recurrent hyperkeratosis, right arch.

4. History of NIDDM – under apparent control.

5. Foot pain.

PLAN:
1. Debrided lesions on the right arch.

2. The patient is started on samples of Lyrica 50 mg q.h.s. She understands the risks, benefits and alternatives.

3. Return to the office in two weeks for followup care.
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
