CARDIOLOGY CLINIC NOTE
REASON FOR VISIT:  New consult.

Dear Colleagues:

We had the pleasure of seeing Mr. Floyd Donnel 42-year-old male with past medical history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia.  He came to our clinic today as a reason for new consult.

On today’s visit, he is having chest pain that is on the left side, that is pointing, that is tender to touch, and that is pricking in nature.  The patient denies any shortness of breath, any leg pain, any leg swelling, any orthopnea, PND, or any lightheadedness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Obstructive sleep apnea.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: 

1. Left heart catheterization done in February 2011 that turned out to be normal.

2. Hernia repair.

3. Left knee surgery.

SOCIAL HISTORY:  The patient is an ex-smoker.  He quit smoking and he smoked for 20 years, but he is still smoking marijuana.
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FAMILY HISTORY:  Positive for hypertension and diabetes mellitus.
ALLERGIES:  No known drug allergies.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  Vital signs:  On today’s visit, blood pressure is 129/86 mmHg on right side and 142/97 mmHg on left upper limb, pulse is 93 bpm, weight is 283 pounds, and height is 6 feet.  General:  He is alert and oriented x3, not in apparent distress.  HEENT:  Reveal normocephalic and atraumatic.  Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation.  Extraocular motor is intact.  Neck is supple.  Trachea is centered.  There is no JVD.  Carotid upstrokes are bilaterally brisk without any bruits.  Lungs:  Clear to tympanic auscultation bilaterally without any wheeze.  Cardiovascular:  Regular rate and rhythm.  S1 and S2.  No rubs, gallops, or murmurs appreciated.  Point of maximal intensity, fifth intercostal, midclavicular.  Abdomen:  Soft, nontender, and nondistended.  Positive bowel sounds in all four quadrants.  No rebound tenderness.  Extremities:  No clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.  +2 pulses bilateral.  5/5 muscle strength.
DIAGNOSTIC INVESTIGATIONS:
CARDIAC CATHETERIZATION:  Done in 2011, noted to be normal coronary anatomy and left ventricular systolic function at that time.
EKG:  Done on January 23, 2013 that is within normal limit.  Normal sinus rhythm.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. HYPERTENSION:  Hypertension is well controlled.  The patient is taking metoprolol and furosemide for hypertension.  We advised the patient to stick with low-salt diet and low-fat diet and keep visiting his primary care physician.  Today EKG is with in normal limit.

2. CHEST PAIN:  We have planed to go for 2D echocardiography and stress testing after three weeks.
3. ACID REFLUX:  Omeprazole dose has been increased from 20 mg once a day to 20 mg twice a day.

4. HYPERLIPIDEMIA:  We have advised the patient to strict to the medication that he is taking and take low-fat diet and continue visiting his primary care physician.
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Thank you for allowing us to participate in the care of Mr. Floyd Donnel.  Our phone number has been given to him for any questions or concerns.  We will see the patient in next three weeks for nuclear stress test and echocardiography to rule out any cardiac etiology.  Meanwhile, he is instructed to continue to see his primary care physician.
