CARDIOLOGY CLINIC NOTE
REASON FOR VISIT:  Followup.

Dear Colleague:

We had the pleasure of seeing Mr. Reese who is a very pleasant 57-year-old African‑American gentleman with past medical history significant for diastolic heart failure with left ventricular ejection fraction of 55%, hypertension, and atrial fibrillation.  He is status post pacemaker placement since 2008 for sick sinus syndrome.  He came to our clinic today for a followup visit.

On today’s visit, He is complaining of old back pain.  He denies any chest pain, palpitations, lightheadedness, dizziness, syncope or presyncope, or lower extremity pain or edema.  He states that he is compliant with all his medications.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.
2. Congestive heart failure.
3. Atrial fibrillation and pacemaker since 2008.
4. Back pain.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:  Significant for intracardiac device placed in 2008.
SOCIAL HISTORY:  Mr. Reese admits to regular smoking for about 25 years, but he has quit smoking about eight months back.  Furthermore, he used to drink occasionally, but he has recently stopped.  He smokes marijuana on a regular daily basis in an amount of three joints per day or three marijuana cigarettes per day.
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FAMILY HISTORY:  Significant for hypertension.

ALLERGIES:  No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:  He is using

1. Amiodarone 200 mg b.i.d.

2. Norco 10/325 mg p.r.n.

3. Lisinopril 5 mg q.d.

4. Carvedilol 6.25 mg q.d.

5. Warfarin 4 mg q.d.

6. Metoprolol 25 mg q.d.

7. Docusate 100 mg one per oral o.d.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  Vital signs:  On today’s visit, his blood pressure is 110/79 mmHg; mediations taking, pulse 61 bpm, weight 217 pounds, and height is 6 feet.  General:  He is alert and oriented x3, not in apparent distress.  HEENT:  Reveal normocephalic and atraumatic.  Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation.  Extraocular motor is intact.  Neck is supple.  Trachea is centered.  There is no JVD.  Carotid upstrokes are bilaterally brisk without any bruits.  Lungs: Clear to tympanic auscultation bilaterally without any wheeze.  Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm.  S1 and S2.  No rubs, gallops or murmurs appreciated.  Point of maximal intensity, fifth intercostal, midclavicular.  Abdomen: Soft, nontender and nondistended.  Positive bowel sounds in all four quadrants.  No rebound, tenderness.  Extremities: No clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.  +2 pulses bilateral.  5/5 muscle strength.

DIAGNOSTIC INVESTIGATIONS:
EKG:  Done on November 12, 2012, shows Q in V1, deep S in V6, T-wave abnormalities in one V6 and V5, but the rhythm it is probable EKG with atrial pacemaker.  QRS morphology shows 10 intrinsic QRS complexes measured indeterminate ECG.  Overall assessment ECG is abnormal ECG with pacemaker.

AORTA SCAN:  Done on July 6, 2012 showing a diameter of below 3 cm.

SEGMENTAL ABI:  Performed on July 6, 2012, showing an ABI valve for the right lower extremity is 1.3 and ABI value of left lower extremity is 1.11.  Both ABI values are interpreted to follow up in the normal range.
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ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. CONGESTIVE CARDIAC FAILURE:  He has a history of moderate chronic diastolic dysfunction with ejection fraction of 57%.  On today’s visit, he is asymptomatic.  We recommend to continue the current medical regimen.  We will continue to monitor.

2. ATRIAL FIBRILLATION:  He has a history of atrial fibrillation CHAD score 4.  He is currently on amiodarone for rhythm control and warfarin for anticoagulation therapy.  He is following up with the Coumadin Clinic regarding PT/INR level.  On today’s visit, he denies any palpitations.  We recommend to continue the current medical regimen.
3. PERMANENT PACEMAKER:  The patient has a permanent pacemaker since 2008 for sick sinus syndrome.  It is Medtronic pacemaker.  It was last interrogated on November 2, 2012 and revealed a last episode of atrial fibrillation that took place in November 1, 2012 and lasted 36 minutes.

4. HYPERTENSION:  On today’s visit, his blood pressure is well controlled at 110/79 mmHg.  We recommend to continue the current antihypertensive regimen and to adhere to low-salt and low-fat diet.  We will recheck blood pressure level in follow up visits.

5. POLYPHARMACY:  Since Mr. Reese is taking multiple medicines including amiodarone.  We will monitor for drug-drug interactions.  We will evaluate for amiodarone side effect with pulmonary function test, liver function test, ophthalmology, and dermatology followup.

6. BACK PAIN:  The patient has history of back pain and is on Norco 10/325 mg as needed.  On today’s visit, he is still complaining of back pain.  We recommend to continue the current pain medication and to follow up with his primary care physician in this matter.

Thank you for allowing us to participate in the care of Mr. Reese.  Our phone number has been provided for him to call with any questions or concerns.  We will see him back in three months.  Meanwhile, he is advised to continue to see his primary care physician for the continuity to care.
