This patient came in for evaluation of COPD, history of dyspnea, and CHF. She has had prior history of breast cancer. She has had pleural effusion as well as CHF that was treated. Presently, she is doing quite well. She has no significant symptoms of wheezing, dyspnea, cough, or chest congestion. She has leg swelling. She denies any calf muscle pains. No headaches or blackouts. The medication list included glimepiride 2 mg a day, Lasix 20 mg daily, Combivent two puffs t.i.d., Fosamax 70 mg weekly, and omeprazole 20 mg a day. The patient does not use a CPAP mask though she does have sleep apnea. She is also on losartan 50 mg a day and atorvastatin 20 mg every other day. The patient is a nonsmoker. She is allergies to penicillin, sulfa, E-Mycin, and Levaquin. The other review of systems is negative.

O:
On exam, this is a moderately overweight elderly white female, in no distress.
Vital signs: Blood pressure 140/80. Pulse 112. Respirations 22. Temperature 97.0. Weight 202 pounds. HEENT: Head is normocephalic. Pupils are reactive. Tongue is moist. Throat is clear. Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. Chest: Distant breath sounds with wheezes bilaterally. Heart: Heart sounds are irregular. S1 and S2 are heard. Abdomen: Soft and benign. No masses. Extremities: 1+ edema. Normal reflexes. Neurological: No deficits.

A:
1. COPD with chronic bronchitis.

2. CHF compensated.

3. History of breast cancer and mastectomy.

4. Diabetes mellitus and coronary artery disease.

P:
The patient will continue with Lasix 20 mg, glimepiride 2 mg a day, losartan 50 mg h.s., and Combivent inhaler two puffs t.i.d. p.r.n. Electrolyte profile will be requested in April 2013. Follow up visit to be arranged here in approximately four months
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
