Subjective: The patient has cough, congestion, wheezing, slight shortness of breath, conscious continuous coughing going on for a month and two months. Coughing feels at time. We thought it is heartburn-induced cough and that is what she apparently told me. She talked together. She states that she missed now. She was probably wrong on that. I said well it is time to she has been coughing over month. It is time to start looking into it more objectively. She does wheeze a little bit. She has not lost weight. She does wheeze a bit from time to time. She does not have any swelling in the lower extremities. She has no chest pain. She is not coughing up blood.

Objective: Vitals: Blood pressure 110/60. Pulse 83. Temperature 97.8.
Blood sugar is 93. Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm. Lungs: Fairly clear to auscultation. Abdomen: Active bowel sounds, fairly benign exam. There are no lymph nodes under the neck. There is no thyromegaly. TMs are clear. Throat is clear. Inferior turbinates are not boggy.

Assessment: COPD and chronic cough.

Plan: CBC, sputum C&S, chest x-ray. Mucinex 200 mg twice a day. Spirometer shows actually moderate severe restrictive disease and FEV1 is 48% predicted and FVC of 45% predicted and the ratio is decreased at 88%. Not decreased to call obstructed yet, but we will get an x-ray and see where we stand.
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
