Subjective: The patient comes in complaining of followup on the back pain. The back pain of course had epidurals by Dr. Beall she states not affected yet. We are going to send her to neurosurgery. I think it is probably still lost and so I did get MRI reports, which showed L4-L5 had moderate spinal stenosis and small disc bulges at other levels. MRI of the C-spine showed degenerative changes, cervical spine with small disc bulges. Unfortunately, the pain is not severe for her nor radiation at the present time down the arms. There is not one focal spot. The patient does have some left-sided sciatica, however, with the LS back pain and low back pain has more severe in general. The patient has no loss control of bladder or bowel. The patient does not have saddle anesthesia.

Objective: Vitals: Blood pressure 130/80. Pulse 89. Temperature 98.1.
Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm. Lungs: Fairly clear to auscultation.
Abdomen: Active bowel sounds, fairly benign exam. Straight leg test is negative bilaterally. Faber and Fadir are negative. Crude touch, light touch, and painful proprioception in the lower extremities within normal limits bilaterally.

Assessment: Herniated disc disease LS back.

Plan: We will send the patient to Dr. __________ neurosurgeon and I think Dr. Beall’s office is working on that as well.
