Here with her husband Joe and her sister Pat. Recent MRI of the L-spine showed some progression in L3-L4 left greater than right foraminal narrowing. There is no terrible pathology. She has lots of degenerative changes. She has tried methadone and initially prescribed a 10 mg twice daily, but she still is taking once daily and has had no adverse side effects and feels great overall and reports that it is significantly helped her pain. She is not using a cane or cart. Her appetite has improved.

Other medications include Zocor 20 mg, Ativan 0.5 mg twice IM (new twice), albuterol metered-dose inhaler p.r.n., Spiriva 18 mcg, Remeron 15 mg, aspirin 81 mg, and Protonix 40 mg twice daily.

Her diabetes with microalbinuria has been stable.

She has had some recent anemia. She has always had a baseline anemia, hematocrit in the low 30. She had extensive surgeries on her abdomen last year. Iron recently was 26 and haptoglobin was 284. She received 2 liters of red cells since her _____ 02:04 dropped to the mid 20s. Interestingly, a creatinine has gone up to 1.8. She has only one kidney and left had been removed due to congenital abnormality. We will check erythropoietin, ferratin, hematocrit, CP-7, and sed rate. Today, recent B12 and folate had been normal. Reticulocyte count will be checked. Her status have been reviewed recently with Dr. _____, her rheumatologist who has _____ apparently gotten a sed rate in the 70s.

She looks well, still a bit pale. Initial pulse 102, subsequently 74. Pulse ox rest room air is 96%. Blood pressure is 122/84. Temperature 98.4.
