He has had right knee pain in the popliteal area worse, comes and goes, bothersome mostly when he is walking for long periods of time and better with rest. Rarely takes ibuprofen. Has a CPAP machine for known sleep apnea, not using it. He wonders whether a UVPP or tonsillectomy may help his OSA and prevent the need of doing CPAP. He is not on any medication for his presumpted ADD. He is doing well otherwise in general. Blood pressure 124/86, temperature 97.4, pulse 72, and weight is up four pounds at 181 pounds with wearing heavy clothes and boot.

Both knees look normal. There is no point tenderness. Excellent range of motion. Normal patellar tracking. No instability. Drawer sign is negative.

We will check an MRI of the right knee.

He has some mild tonsillar enlargement. Refer to ENT for opinion regarding tonsillectomy.
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
