CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Payne returns with left shoulder, neck, and arm pain. He has degenerative changes in both his neck and his shoulder. Pain now extends down his arm to hand. It is burning in character and was accompanied with tingling and it is aggravated by neck movement and using of the shoulder.

The pain levels reach 7 or 8 with activity and they interfere with his activities of daily living.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for headaches or right arm pain. He denies respiratory or cardiovascular symptoms. He had his cardiovascular status reviewed by his cardiologist since the onset of his arm pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Shows a man, in no acute discomfort. He has positive Spurling test/sign on the left on his neck. The left triceps reflex is diminished compared to the right. Otherwise, neurological examination is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT: Degenerative arthritis of neck with left arm radiculopathy.
PLAN: Referred to neurosurgery for evaluation and __________ interventions.
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
