Mr. Brutlag is in for followup on sinusitis. He has had symptoms of a sinus infection going on for approximately four months now. I originally started with Augmentin in September and then Levaquin. He returned earlier this month with x-rays, which showed significant left maxillary and frontal sinusitis. He took Levaquin for 10 days and Medrol Dosepak. He does still improve, but does not feel symptom free. On exam, edematous nasal turbinates to the left side and left TM is _____00:44_____ dull. Lung and heart exams are normal. Sinus x-ray shows slight improvement to the left frontal and maxillary sinuses. Begun Biaxin XL 500 mg two q.d. x 14 days. Encouraged in sinus rinse kit for some aggressive sinus washes as well as Nasonex spray two puffs q.d. Dymista left a bad taste in his mouth. Given ENT referral to Dr. Parker due to recurrent symptom and may need to have a CT scan as well. Follow up with us in two weeks if unable to schedule his followup with ENT and should return to clinic for complete physical exam.
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
